Dunn Brothers donated coffee so we could
offer our customers a free cup of coffee as
they shopped. The Bookstore Committee
hopes to implement a "Second Saturday”
event, with a special activity or sale offered on
the second Saturday of each month.

We have found that having the sale in
the lobby draws many people into the book-
store for the first time. In addition to the spe-
cial sales, we have two major initiatives. One
is to increase the number of volunteers in the
bookstore. We are hoping to recruit volun-
teers who are in high school and college as
well as the young professionals and empty-
nesters in Rochester. If you know of anyone
who is looking for a volunteer opportunity,
we'd welcome their help in the store T even if
for only one three-hour shift per month. The
second big initiative is to increase our adver-
tising and marketing. Several of us attended
a class on how to market a business; it was
sponsored by SCORE and offered through
Community Education. We also have plans to
create a brochure to be offered at the Mayo
Clinic Information desk so that visitors can
find us at the library. By fall we hope to be
